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SUMMIT TOWNSHIP SEWER AUTHORITY

SPECIAL MEETING

DECEMBER 6, 2022
The special advertised meeting of the Summit Township Sewer Authority was called to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 9:10 a.m. at the Sewer Authority Building, 8890 Old French Road, Erie, Pennsylvania.

Present: Chris Fette, Chairman; Mark Welka, Treasurer; Laban Marsh, Secretary; Michael Andrus, Ass’t Secretary; William C. Steff, P.E., Manager; Caitlyn Haener-Schwab, Administrative Supervisor. Visitors: None.
Manager Steff explained that the Special Meeting was advertised in the Erie Times News on Wednesday, November 30, 2022, for the purpose of deliberation and action required for grant applications.  
Manager Steff explained that the Authority is working on grant applications that are due by December 21, 2022. The application deadline is before the next regular business meeting scheduled for December 22, 2022. Manager Steff presented each Board Member with an Opinion of Probable Cost prepared by Engineer Yurisic for two separate projects: Route 99, Hershey, and Hamot Roads and bore to southside of I-90 Project and the Route 97 Surge Detention Project. Manager Steff explained that the H2O grant, if awarded, will cover 66% of the total project cost, and the Authority must pledge to cover the remaining 34% of the total project cost for each project. Manager Steff presented resolutions and funding commitment letters for Board approval. 
Motion by Mr. Welka, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to adopt Resolution 2022-05 to request an H2O PA Grant of $3,020,395 for the Route 99, Hershey, and Hamot Roads and bore to southside of I-90 Project. Vote 4/0.
Motion by Mr. Marsh, seconded by Mr. Andrus, to approve the Funding Commitment Letter to match $1,555,961 for Route 99, Hershey, and Hamot Roads and bore to southside of I-90 Project. Vote 4/0.
Motion by Mr. Andrus, seconded by Mr. Marsh, to adopt Resolution 2022-06 to request an H2O PA Grant of $1,797,381 for the Route 97 Surge Detention Facility Project. Vote 4/0. 
Mr. Welka raised questions about the details in the Opinion of Probable Cost for the Route 97 Surge Detention Facility Project prepared by Engineer Yurisic. Engineer Yurisic was added to the meeting via conference call. Engineer Yurisic clarified that the driveway material will be asphalt with a gravel base, and this material is contemplated in the cost estimate. Mr. Welka proposed that the budget for the site should include a perimeter fence and questioned whether a fence was required. Discussion ensued. The Board determined that the site should be fenced in, even if it is not required. Engineer Yurisic amended the Opinion of Probable Cost for the Route 97 Surge Detention Facility to include a budget line item for a security fence. The new total project estimate is $2,915,364. The grant resolution was amended to reflect the new estimate. 
Motion by Mr. Welka, seconded by Mr. Marsh, to amend the amount of the requested grant in Resolution 2022-06 to request an H2O PA Grant of $1,924,140 for the Route 97 Surge Detention Facility Project. Vote 4/0. 
Motion by Mr. Marsh, seconded by Mr. Welka, to approve the Funding Commitment Letter to match $991,224 for the Route 97 Surge Detention Facility Project. Vote 4/0. 
With no further business to come before the Board, Mr. Andrus motioned to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Marsh. Vote 4/0.
Chairman Fette adjourned the meeting at 10:05 a.m.
